Reports

President:  
Tryouts – discussion was over teams not following our current rules pertaining to not practicing during tryout’s and allowing their players the right to tryout with other teams.  Feeling was that we do have rules but no defined penalties if the rules are broken.  To re look at this issue next meeting when all of the rules can be brought in.  Once review and clear penalties are agreed on to publish in the coach’s handbook, web and newsletter.

Tryouts – the tryout worksheet was reviewed for the upcoming year.  Day 1 will be AUFC & Rio Vista, Day 2 NM Rush & Classic and Day 3 Elite.

Guest Players – If you see someone pouching please press charges as this is the only way that this issue can be cleaned up.  It is the responsibility of the coach receiving the guest player to contact the coach of record prior to inviting the player to guest play.  A discussion followed as to who should be punished (coach, parent or player) if this or poaching rules are not followed.  Included in this discussion was the adding of league rules of conduct statement being added to the clubs registrations materials.  This will be discussed again in upcoming meetings.

Treasurer:  Current Financial statements were presented and reviewed.  Income will be about $12,000 lower that projected this year.  Ending result for DCSL will be a shortfall from $3,000 to $6,000.
