a. Some kids are trying to leave and clubs are saying that they have outstanding fees that haven’t been paid, the state is requesting documentation on these payments. 

b. If a player is on scholarship and wants to leave mid season – please document the payback process if there is a payback for leaving mid season if a scholarship is granted.

c. If fees are not paid this also needs to be documented: 1) a signed paper by coach and players/parents on fees that are associated with team, 2) payment plan if player is on a payment plan, the state needs something that would be binding.

c. Director of Coaching will meeting update Guidelines for Teams playing up and coming back down:
· For a team to play up

1. Should be one of the top two teams in the most current ranking

2. Should have the approval of its club’s Director of Coaching

3. Should not have competition at current age groups Premier bracket teams (all games lopsided in score)

4. Should be able to compete with the next age groups Premier bracket teams

5. Will be moved in above teams due to relegate

6. Should not be moved up at the winter break

· For the teams to come back down to age

1. To reenter at the bracket it is currently playing in (if team moved up and stayed in Premier would come back down into Premier above relegation.  If it dropped to Challenge 1 would reenter age group in Challenge 1 below relegation.
2. Will not take a relegation spot from a current team

3. Should not be moved down at the winter break

· If a team moved up without permission (by adding an older player) they would reenter the lower age group below the lowest return team of that age group.  Clubs can move them into a racking spot owned by the club if available. 
· In addition, the team requesting to play up must complete the Playing Up Request Form and turn it into the league prior to the Directions of Coaching meeting to be held in April.  At this Directions of Coaching meeting, teams will be either granted permission to play up or denied permission.  This will allow the teams time to prepare for tryouts.

· If a team is denied at the Directors of Coaching meeting and/or wants to use the phantom player rule (a team must register at the age of its oldest player) to play U13 they must have a minimum of 5 of the older players to register as a U13 team.

· If a team is playing up without the permission of the DOC’s they must start at the bottom of the last years returning teams unless the club owns a spot that cn be given to them.  If the club owns a spot they may move into that spot.

· City Budget is in Trouble, National Youth Sports is asking a lot of questions about field space and the City is getting nervous.  A number of FOR Profit clubs or organizations are requesting filed space in some cases demanding space.
