Motion passed with two abstaining Mike Erwin and Bob Edwards. 
a. This decision brought up yet another topic around Risk to the Club and/or Board on putting in a statement that coaches and volunteers must self identify any violations to Section H of the Duke City Soccer League Disciplinary Policy.  Motion by Bob seconded by Woody, to include self reporting per US Club rules be placed in Metro Application, Coaches Handbook, and Duke City rules that anyone in violation of any Duke City rules need to self report to the board immediately or they will be suspended.  Motion passed with the understanding that Bob would get the correct wording to Bill, so that this statement could be added to these documents.
b. Luis will get the insurance policy from the state so that everyone that volunteers to be on the DCSL Board know what the policy covers.  Bill will look into getting information (cost/coverage) on additional insurance for the board.
c. NMYSA player insurance is very complicated and hard to use, most folks (parents) have to put money upfront and to get reimbursed is difficult to say the least.  With the economy tanking this insurance could easily end up being primary to some players and not secondary.  This will be addressed at the AGM.

· Following “No team shall have more than 18 players” include U16’s in the ages that can have 22 players on their roster.

· Requirement to register – “a minimum of 7 players to qualify for play in the up season” add for U13 and older teams, 5 for U9 through U12 and 4 for U7 and 8’s.

· Teams must register at the age of their oldest play and play in that age group in the Metro Schedule.  Add Exceptions:  For a true U12 Team to move without permission and register as a U13 team they must have 5 true U13 players.
